It was an encouraging year with the surrounding village communities of Mucherla realizing the importance of value based education at Mucherla Global School have joined their children in the school. Due to lack of space we could only afford to take 120 students out of 195 requests. Humble thanks to Stefan and Simone for their timely efforts in getting funding from Femme d Europe and Indian Rose to build three classrooms in realization of the rush that MGS foresees in the coming academic year 2008-09 also, looking for some more help to complete the new classrooms with some furniture. Three volunteers – Mio, Arne and Robert – from Belgium and Holland were very helpful, their presence makes it global and their approach in teaching the children with love and affection and in return getting back the same from the children proves that MGS has a different approach in educating the children. Our focus for the next year will be on the Environment, planting trees in the Mucherla village and surrounding villages and bring the awareness of the effects of Global Warming.
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
